
2010 TeamMBA Institution Award
INSTRUCTIONS

The TeamMBA Institution Award recognizes a school that demonstrates an institutional culture of giving back through school-led programs and resources that promote social responsibility among students. 

Eligible Institutions

All graduate management education institutions are eligible to submit entries for the TeamMBA Institution Award. 

Evaluation Criteria

All institutions submitting entries will be evaluated with the following considerations: 
· Enrollment—percentage of full-time, part-time, executive students
· Resources to Support Social Engagement Activities—dedicated staff; scholarships/funding; faculty involvement; supported organizations; etc.
· Programs that Promote and Encourage Social Engagement—regular school-led activities; service requirement for students; etc.
· Institutional Mission—the degree to which social responsibility plays a role in the overall mission

The evaluation process provides equal opportunity for institutions of all types and sizes. 

Deadline

Entries for the TeamMBA Institution Award must be received in the Graduate Management Admission Council offices not later than May 11, 2010. To ensure fair evaluation of all entries we cannot grant extensions.

Notification

The recipient of the TeamMBA Institution Award will be announced during the GMAC Annual Industry Conference in June. 

Instructions for Entering Your Institution

Requirements

The following items are required components of a TeamMBA Institution Award entry:
· Completed Institution Award Entry Form (page 3 of this document)
· Essays as described in Section Three of the Institution Award Entry Form 

Optional

The following material is optional and may be submitted separately:
· Supplementary items, such as news articles or public relations communications about your school’s commitment to social responsibility. Where possible, please provide URLs of electronic versions.
