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Work Experience
The vast majority of Native American unique GMAT examinees have some work experience (89 percent),
and the most often reported level of work experience was between four and nine years in TY2008.

A Native Americans have a similar percentage of unique GMAT examinees with no work experience (11 percent

reported zero years) when compared with other underrepresented US minority groups (11 percent for African
Americans and 12 percent for Hispanics). This is less than the percentage of all other unique US GMAT examinees
(non-underrepresented population) with no work experience, at 17 percent.

Educational Attainment and Business Studies

Business and Commerce is the MOST cited undergraduate major among Native American unique GMAT
examinees (52 percent), consistent among all GMAT examinees from the United States.

The fields of Science and Social Sciences are the second- and third-most-reported undergraduate major by Native
American unique GMAT examinees (20 percent and 17 percent, respectively).

The representation of current undergraduates among Native American unique GMAT examinees is 14 percent,
slightly less than the 18 percent of all other unique US GMAT examinees (non-underrepresented populations) that
indicated they had not yet completed undergraduate studies.

The majority of Native American unique GMAT examinees report a GPA of between 3.0 and 3.5 (54 percent);

21 percent of Native American unique GMAT examinees reported GPAs of 3.6 or higher, the highest figure among
all underrepresented minority groups, although still below the 28 percent of all other unique US GMAT examinees
(non-underrepresented populations).

Twenty-two percent of Native American unique GMAT examinees scored 600 or higher on the GMAT exam in
TY2008, a percentage higher than the 10 percent of African Americans and 19 percent of Hispanics.
Seventy-eight percent of Native American unique GMAT examinees indicate their infention to pursue a Master of
Business Administration (MBA). This rate is consistent with that of all other groups: 75 percent for Hispanics, 77
percent for African Americans, and 74 percent for all other unique US GMAT examinees (non-underrepresented
populations).
