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Native American Unique GMAT® Examinees

Population and Geography

Native Americans, with 470 unique GMAT examinees in TY2015, are the smallest
underrepresented US population group in the business school pipeline.!

Native Americans account for 4.1 percent of unigue GMAT examinees belonging
to underrepresented US populations and make up 0.7 percent of all unique US
GMAT examinees.

Among Native American unique GMAT examinees, men outnumber women by
10.6 percent (55.3% men vs. 44.7% women in TY2015). Women account for only
37 percent of non-underrepresented unigue US GMAT examinees.

The majority (76%) of Native American unique GMAT examinees are 30 years of
age or younger. Within this age range, those between the ages of 25 and 30
(40.0%) slightly outnumber those younger than 25 (36.2%).

By US region, the West has the largest percentage of unique Native American
GMAT examinees (34%). Other US regions with large representations of Native
American examinees are the Southwest (24%) and the South (17%). This regional
distribution differs from that of non-underrepresented unique US GMAT
examinees, for whom the West accounts for only 19 percent of the total.

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Work Experience

The majority (83%) of Native American unique GMAT examinees have some work experience; their most frequently
reported level of work experience was between four and nine years (34%) in TY2015.

e Native American uniqgue GMAT examinees have a similar proportion with no work experience (17%) compared with
African American (16%), Hispanic American (17%). This is a smaller share, however, than the 22 percent of non-
underrepresented unique US GMAT examinees that reported no work experience.

e In contrast, a larger share of Native American unique GMAT examinees have 10 years or more of work experience (19%)
compared with non-underrepresented unique US GMAT examinees (12%).

Educational Attainment and Business Studies

Business and Commerce is the undergraduate major most frequently cited by Native American unique GMAT examinees
(62%), consistent with all GMAT examinees from the United States.

e The fields of Social Sciences (16%) and Science and Engineering (11%) are the second and third most frequently
reported undergraduate majors by Native American unique GMAT examinees.

e Nineteen percent of Native American unigue GMAT examinees in TY2015 had not yet completed an undergraduate
degree—a share about equal with non-underrepresented unique US GMAT examinees (20%).

e  The majority (52%) of Native American unique GMAT examinees report a GPA of between 3.0 and 3.5. Twenty-two
percent of Native American unique GMAT examinees report a GPA above 3.6—a proportion equal to Hispanic American
examinees (22%), larger than African American examinees (14%), but smaller than that of non-underrepresented unique
US GMAT examinees (33%).

e Nineteen percent of Native American unigue GMAT examinees scored 600 or higher on the GMAT exam in TY2015—a
segment larger than African American examinees (13%), but smaller than Hispanic American (22%) and non-
underrepresented unique US GMAT examinees (42%).

e More than 2 in 3 (69%) Native American uniqgue GMAT examinees intend to pursue a Master of Business Administration
(MBA) degree. This proportion is roughly consistent with African American (66%), Hispanic American (65%), and non-
underrepresented (66%) unigue US GMAT examinees.

e A sslightly smaller proportion of Native American unique GMAT examinees intend to study full-time (56%) in comparison
with African American (63%) and Hispanic American (59%). Native American unigue GMAT examinees intend to study
part-time (20%) and in executive MBA programs (8%) in larger proportions than African American, Hispanic American,
and non-underrepresented unique US GMAT examinees.
