GMAT “Total” scores, which are reported in this report,
are calculated based on performance on the Verbal and Quantitative sections of the
exam. Total scores are reported in increments of 10, on a scale ranging from 200 to
800. Results are valid for a five-year period from test sitting. Please note that GMAT
volume was artificially elevated in TY2012 as many examinees opted to sit for the
exam before the addition of Integrated Reasoning (IR) in June 2012.
